
Minutes of Chafford Hundred Community Forum AGM
12th May 2011, Drake Road Community Centre
1. Welcome and apologies

Ladychair welcomed everyone to the Drake Road Community Centre.  We received apologies from Councillors Hauge and Veryard who were unable to make tonight’s meeting.
2. Minutes from previous evening

Ladychair informed everyone that the minutes from last meeting are on our website, and copies of the minutes were available at the front of the hall.  Everyone agreed that the minutes from last meeting were correct.
3. Treasurer’s report

There is no funding from Thurrock Council to local forums due to cutbacks, and all the funding we have secured in the last year has been from other sources and has been for the new Chafford Hundred Park. 4. Main topics for discussion

This was an AGM and an informal meeting where all Chafford Hundred residents were invited to vote in a new committee.  We had three requests prior to the meeting – from Lee Hassan, John Cleavely and Amy Hancock.  Votes were done, and the people present voted unanimously for Philomena Cleavely as Chair, Jamie Challis as Vice Chair, Yvonne Simpson as Treasurer, plus three Executive members, Lee Hassan, John Cleavely and Amy Hancock.

Residents also aired concerns over issues such as Devonshire Road weight restriction possibly being lifted, as well as the management of the Drake Community Centre.  We will cover this in our next meeting later in the year.  On the Community Centre topic we know that the team that manages the hall have now applied to the Council for a licence, which will make them responsible for what goes on in the hall.  We expect as a result of this for there to be less complaints from residents.  Hopefully someone from the “Hall” will attend our next meeting.
5. Updates

The Police were there on the night and gave us an interesting update on the situation on the Boy Racers near Lakeside.  They have now made it impossible for drivers travelling from Lakeside to the Westbound A13 to do a u-turn at the roundabout at the top of the A126 – this takes away the circuit.  The Police have various initiatives in place to curb this behaviour, and are stopping and warning/fining offending drivers.  It was great to see such support from the Police for one of the biggest issues affecting residents on this estate at the moment.
6. Any other business

There was nothing else discussed on the night.  Residents, councillors, Police etc mixed and chatted for the rest of the evening.
