5. Updates

(i)
Devonshire Road
We had an interesting presentation on the night from Ed Vokes (Thurrock Council Highways) and an external consultant who has been carrying out a study in to various options for the ongoing problems with HGVs using Devonshire Road.

Five options were presented on the night, some involving  HGVs using Devonshire Road and others not.  The consultation will continue.

The long term strategy for Thurrock is for less lorries to come to this area but residents in the meantime are becoming more and more frustrated at oversized vehicles speeding down Devonshire Road.

It is ultimately the Police’s responsibility to ensure that no oversized lorries drive down Devonshire Road, but as the fatality rate is so low there is not enough resource.  We were informed on the night that this stretch of road is policed and will continue to be policed.

Residents and councillors also raised the issue that there are long term development plans for the Lakeside area that will also affect Chafford Hundred.

This will continue in to our next meeting.
