National Grid
We had a gentleman present on the night from National Grid.  They have promised us £5,000 towards our new park project for the inconvenience caused by works to pylons around the estate including the station car park.  Plans were shared on the night with residents and we will keep everyone informed of any more news on this subject.

Park Update

Ladychair shared with the residents that we were unsuccessful in gaining the big funding from the Lottery that we applied for in January.  However, there is a smaller fund that we can apply to which we will get in motion.  We have also secured over £120k (National Grid £5k [promised] CHCF £4k already paid for a swing, CHCF further £4k, Veolia £60k, Playbuilder approx £50k for equipment)  We will start spending once the quotes for the primary works are in.  We believe we have enough to clear the area, turf the land, put fences and some play equipment.
